A typical week for the Blackburn with Darwen DPH is still currently still dominated by the requirements of the pandemic response. 
The DPH is responsible (with colleagues) for the Covid team and the response across all council departments and works closely with the NHS, VCFS sector and the community itself to mobilise key interventions to contain the spread of the virus.
A typical week might currently include :
Systems-Leadership
Advising the Lancashire Resilience Forum on public health priorities in the Covid response Inputs to the East Lancashire Hospitals Trust A&E Delivery Board, the CCG Governing Body; the Cumbria and South Lancashire ICS Population Health Board , The NW-NHS Mortality Cell, the Councils weekly Directors Management Group,  the Public Health Department Senior Leadership Team , the Lancashire and South Cumbria ICS Population Health Board, Pennine Lancashire Partnership Board ; North West Directors of Public Health  and national CMO –DsPHs meetings on national Covid response.
Departmental and Public Health Programme Leadership
Input to the BwD  COVID Incident Management HUB (IMH), Strategic Commissioning Board; attending the Executive Board; attending Full Council meetings; presentations and briefings to political group meetings including shadow executive board members; chairing the Health Protection Board; chairing Public Health SLT; Corporate leadership Board. Commissioning and programme review meetings; academic and technical reviews of public health spend, service delivery and outcomes. Workforce review meetings.
Community and Public Leadership
Presenting to the Covid Community Champions Network, answering regular queries from the Lancashire Telegraph, Radio Lancashire; Rock FM (etc). Engagement with citizens and community groups and academics on local and national public health issues through social media, responding to elected members queries, responding to MP office queries; Liaison with communications teams from the NHS , LRF and NHS re current statements to press about local health issues; presentations to VCFS bodies.
